Administering user accounts across diverse enterprise systems often involve multiple IT staff, creating delays 

and raising support costs. The intricacies of closing accounts on different systems, and absence of accurate

security and corporate policy. As companies merge and acquire, the addition of new platforms and system 

environments add additional complexity and cost to maintaining normalized security controls.

Create User Profiles to allow you to map 

multiple accounts from different hosts under a 

generic userid and keep all attributes in sync.  

Revoke or delete mapped identities with a 

single command.  

Attach skeleton files to a template; any 

defined files will be placed in a users home 

directory upon creation.  

Create hierarchical Account Domains for granular 

user deployment and security policy management.  

Manage multi -level security by associating different 

policies to each Account Domain or apply a common 

policy to all hosts.  

Use policy inheritance for greater control in nested 

Account Domain environments.  

Create templates from Account Domain policies for 

rapid and consistent user deployment.  
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
